On Saturday, September 26, 2020 the Winnipeg Police Revolver Club will host the Art Bridgwater Memorial  at the Winnipeg Police Service Firearms Training facility located at 1745  Wyper Road,  off the west perimeter highway and approximately 3  miles south of Wilkes Rd. (Wyper Road runs west off the perimeter at the hydro transmission towers and  is the McDonald municipality  boundary road). This is an outdoor range facing north. This range has a turning target system with 30  shooting positions for Duty Pistol,  PPC and Distinguished matches with the all distances measured in  yards.

This will be a C.P.C.A. Registered Tournament, open 1500 PPC  (Revolver or Semi-Auto) course.  A  Distinguished Revolver Match,  Distinguished  Semi-Auto Match and a Duty Pistol Match will also be held as in the relays outlined below.   This tournament will be limited to 30 competitors.

The dinner and awards presentation will be held on Saturday Sept. 26, 2020 at the Granite Curling Club, 22 Mostyn Place featuring Bruno's Famous Roast Beef. As in the past, the dinner will be for competitors only.

Lunch will be supplied at the range.

                                                  MATCH CONDITIONS

RULES

Current C.P.C.A. Rules will be enforced as in red cover “revised Nov. 2015” C.P.C.A. rulebook.

ELIGIBILITY

This tournament is open to all regular and associate members as defined in CPCA  Rule 2.4. 

All competitors must be current 2020 CPCA members. 

Memberships may be purchased at the registration desk. 

MATCH ORDER

Matches 1 to 5 (Individual) must be fired first. 

TARGETS

C.P.C.A. approved B-27 targets will be used for all matches. 

FIREARMS & AMMUNITION ALLOWED

Except where otherwise specified, C.P.C.A. Rules 3.1, 3.2, 3.3, 3.4, 3.6 and 3.17 will apply.

EQUIPMENT - GENERAL

Except where otherwise specified, C.P.C.A. Rule 3.18 will apply.  Each competitor must furnish their own safety equipment.

SCORING

All scoring will be done by the competitors after each relay as directed by the Chief Range Officer.  Only the Official Referee may use a plug type scoring gauge.

CHALLENGES

Challenges are to be made in accordance with C.P.C.A. Rule 16.1.  The challenge fee is $3.00 with the decision of the Official Referee being final.

SCORE CARDS

Each competitor must ensure that their scorecard is signed by the scorer and the competitor prior to handing in.  Competitors must ensure that each “Hit” and “Total Hit Count” have been properly and accurately recorded.  Incomplete or unsigned scorecards will not be accepted.

Team Match
Teams will be 2 person and must be declared at the registration desk prior to either team member shooting in any portion of the team match. Team classifications will be High Master, Master, Expert, Sharpshooter and Marksman. There will not be a team event in Duty Pistol. 
READY POSITION

Gun in holster.

Standing erect with arms hanging at sides

Hands may not touch gun or holster before the order to fire has been given or before the targets start to turn.

The “ready” position will be used and enforced. 10 points for each violation will be assessed. 

DUMPING BRASS

After the cease fire command, the competitor shall present the revolver or semi-automatic pistol used to the line officer for inspection.  The revolver shall be presented with the cylinder open; a pistol, with the slide locked to the rear, will be in one hand and the magazine which has been removed, held in the other hand.  Only on the command of the line officer shall the competitor empty and close the revolver cylinder, or release the pistol slide, and holster.

All unclassified competitors will compete in Grand Master class.  If a competitor holds more than one P.P.C. classification, the higher will apply.

Match 3:                      50 yard line, 24 rounds fired single or double action in 2 minutes and 45 seconds (6 rounds sitting, 6 rounds prone, 6 rounds standing left hand barricade, 6 rounds standing right hand barricade).

DISTINGUISHED REVOLVER MATCH

Same course of fire as Match 5 of the Individual Match.

Targets will be changed after Stage 2 of the Match.

C.P.C.A. Rule 3.1 applies.  Revolver must be factory manufactured with no external modifications other than grips.  Triggers must be capable of lifting 2.5 pounds in single action mode; triggers will be weighed.   Factory or hand-loaded 158 grain semi-wadcutter or 158 grain round nose ammunition only; wadcutter ammunition is not allowed.

DISTINGUISHED SEMI-AUTOMATIC PISTOL MATCH

Same course of fire as Match 5 of the Individual Match.

Targets will be changed after Stage 2 of the Match.

C.P.C.A. Rule 3.4 applies.  Semi-automatic service pistol, .35 cal. or larger.  Triggers will be weighed: trigger pull not less than 3.5 pounds S/A or D/A only.   Factory or hand-loaded  semi-wadcutter or round nose ammunition only;  wadcutter ammunition is not allowed.  Each competitor is responsible for ensuring their pistol complies with the spirit and intent of the rules; all pistols will be inspected and the decision of the referee will be final.  Magazines may be loaded with no more than 6 rounds.

Match 1:    Stage 1:     3 yard line, 12 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and assume “low ready” position.  On command, shooter will fire 2 rounds in 2 seconds using strong hand only and return to “low ready” position.  On command, shooter will fire 2 rounds in 2 seconds using strong hand only and return to “low ready” position.  On command, shooter will fire 2 rounds, reload, will transfer firearm to weak hand and fire 2 rounds in 6 seconds and return to “low ready” position.  On command, shooter will fire 2 rounds in 2 seconds using weak hand only and return to “low ready” position.  On command, shooter will fire 2 rounds in 2 seconds using weak hand only and holster.

Stage 2:    5 yard line, 12 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and with a two handed grip will fire 3 rounds in 3 seconds and holster.  On command, shooter will fire 3 rounds, reload and fire a further 3 rounds in 8 seconds and holster.  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 3 rounds in 3 seconds and holster.

Match 2:    Stage 1:    7 yard line, 12 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and with a two handed grip will fire 1 round in 2 seconds and assume the “low ready” position.  On command, shooter will fire 2 rounds in 2 seconds and return to “low ready” position.  On command, shooter will fire 3 rounds in 3 seconds and holster.  (Repeat above)

Stage 2:    15 yard line, 12 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds kneeling unsupported, unload/reload and fire 6 rounds standing unsupported in 20 seconds and holster.

Match 3:                      15 yard line, 18 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds left hand kneeling unsupported, 6 rounds right hand kneeling unsupported and 6 rounds standing unsupported in 60 seconds and holster.

Match 4:    Stage 1:     25 yard line, 18 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds kneeling left hand barricade, 6 rounds kneeling right hand barricade and 6 rounds standing strong hand barricade in 90 seconds.

Stage 2:    25 yard line, 6 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds standing unsupported in 12 seconds.

Match 5:    Stage 1:     7 yard line, 12 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds, unload/reload and fire a further 6 rounds in 20 seconds.

Stage 2:    15 yard line, 18 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds left hand kneeling unsupported, 6 rounds right hand kneeling unsupported and 6 rounds standing unsupported in 90 seconds.

Stage 3:    25 yard line, 24 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds sitting, 6 rounds prone, 6 rounds standing left hand barricade and 6 rounds standing right hand barricade in 2 minutes and 45 seconds.

Stage 4:    25 yard line, 6 rounds as follows:  On command, shooter will draw firearm from holster and fire 6 rounds standing unsupported in 12 seconds.

Targets will be changed after Match 1, Match 2, Match 3, Match 4, and Stage 2 of Match 5.
