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GENERAL INFORMATION

1. LOCATION OF COMPETITION
The competition is CPCA Registered Open Class and will be held at the Winnipeg Police Training Facility, off the Perimeter Highway, held on August 28th, 2021.
This is an outdoor range, facing north, with distances measured in yards and the range has 25 shooting positions. There is ample parking for vehicles.  The range is located at 1745 Wyper Road, off the west perimeter and 3 km south of Wilkes Rd.  Go south on perimeter and turn right just before hydro towers.

MEALS
Coffee, beverages and lunch will be available on the day of competition.

ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES
Consumption of alcoholic beverages at the range is strictly prohibited.

SQUADDING
Competitors will be squadded at the discretion of the Tournament Officials.

The above competition is approved by the Canadian Police Combat Association, providing that all Municipal, Provincial and Federal Regulations as they pertain to shooting activities AND Covid related regulations are being met.
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RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. ELIGIBILITY

The competition is open to all regular and associate members as defined in CPCA rule 2.4.  All competitors must be CPCA members.  Memberships may be purchased at the range.  

2. CLASSIFICATIONS

Rule 18.4   It is the competitor’s duty to have his current classification card in his possession when using a classification system.  Should a competitor hold a higher classification than indicated on his CPCA card from another shooting association using the same percentage system, that card must be produced.  CPCA will only recognize those classifications, which have been obtained using the same percentage system as used by the CPCA.  Classifications such as those using the NRA system will not be recognized.

Rule 19.2 UNCLASSIFIED COMPETITOR

An unclassified competitor shall compete in his or her first tournament in the GRAND MASTER CLASS.

3. RULES
Current CPCA rules will be enforced.

4. EQUIPMENT
CPCA rules 3.2 (revolver), 3.12 (holster), 5.3 (ready position), and 3.17 (ammunition) will apply.

NOTE:  Only 10 Shot Magazines for Semi Automatics are ALLOWED IN CANADA.

5. CHALLENGES AND PROTESTS
These are to be made in accordance with procedures as outlined in the CPCA rulebook.  The challenge fee is $3.00.  A challenge will be directed to the Chief Referee.  The decision of the Chief Referee is final.

SCORING PLUGS – No competitor will use a scoring plug on the target at any time but may use scoring overlays in accord with Rule 14.3.1.  The Chief Referee may use a scoring plug to check values and determine the outcome of the challenges.  Competitors are responsible to ensure the correct number of hits is recorded.

6. TEAMS 
2-person teams only will be allowed. Classifications will be determined per CPCA rule 19.12 using CPCA percentages towards determining a team average for classification purposes.  Team classifications will include all 6 classifications.  Teams and team members must be declared prior to any member shooting the team match. There are no Duty Pistol teams. 



7. COACHING
Coaching is allowed as per CPCA rules. 

8. GENERAL
Refires will not be permitted for any malfunction of ammunition or equipment.  Firearms must be unloaded and holstered at all times except when on the firing line.

Firm Grip   Sticky substances such as firm grip cannot be sprayed on the barricade or range at any time.  It cannot be sprayed on competitors’ hands or revolver/pistol in distinguished and duty pistol matches.

Audible Timing Devices – Not allowed.
